For the first few weeks, we will focus on the acquisition of Old English grammar and
vocabulary, so that you have all the tools you need to translate an Old English fext. We will
start with little franslation exercises and move on to small excerpts from original Old English
texts. Finally (presumably at the beginning of 2022), the language course will fransform into
a sort of book club, where we each franslate passages of Old English texts at home and

then come together to discuss our various interpretations.
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While the course focuses on language acquisition, we will meet once a week. Once we
move on to translations, we will meet a bit less frequently, so that you have enough time

to work on the translations next to your regular coursework.
