Hardship Claims (Härtefallanträge) 

If you determine before the beginning of course registration that you can only participate 

in one course, e.g. due to scheduling conflicts with courses from your other field of study or 

because other circumstances limit your flexibility, please file a hardship claim promptly on 

or after 26 July, 2021. 

If after the second allocation of places you have failed to get into a course which you 

need in order to graduate on time, you can file a hardship claim (Härtefallantrag) as early 

as 31 August, 2021. 

Students who are not able to access course registration by the beginning of the official 

registration period should also file a hardship claim.
